Actions Taken on Behalf of Presbytery

Approved the terms of call between First Presbyterian Church, Bryan and the Rev. Leonel Pech, effective October 10, 2021 with the following terms:

Cash Salary $ 35,000

Housing Allowance  $ 20,000

Pension and Medical- Pastor’s Participation - full

SECA  $ 4207.50

Reimbursable expenses $ 3500

Continuing Education           900

Dental  891.24  (participant + spouse; deducted from salary)

Vision   92.28    (ditto)

Vacation – 4 weeks including 4 Sundays

Con Ed – 2 weeks including 2 Sundays

Sabbatical time after 7 years of service;

And to enroll Leonel Pech as a member of Maumee Valley Presbytery, requesting transfer from Whitewater Valley Presbytery.

The congregation approved this call and terms at its meeting on Sept. 26, 2021.
Approved temporary contracts with the following terms:

1. Renewal of David Aber’s contract with Firelands Presbyterian Church, Port Clinton, effective Oct 1, 2021 through Jan. 3, 2022 with an increase of salary and retirement pension dues commiserate with increased hours up to 36 hours per week.

Salary  $ 2158.33/ month; 

Housing  $ 925/ month.

 Medical Reimbursement  $  667 per month, accruable

Pension Dues to be calculated at 12% of Effective Salary

Vacation = 1 week (accruable to 4 weeks per annum, if renewed)

Continuing Education = 4 days (accruable to 2 weeks per annum, if renewed)

Reimbursement of professional expenses*

2. Renewal of Temporary Ministry Covenant between the Blackfork Cooperative Parish of Shelby Ohio and James Robinson (UCC local pastor) at 24 hours per week service to First Presbyterian Church, Shelby; Salary of $ 20,000 per year; $ 10,000 Medical Insurance through the Board of Pensions; mileage reimbursement and one week of vacation including one Sunday accrued each quarter, effective Sept 1, 2021- Aug 31, 2022.
3.  Interim Ministry Covenant between David Montgomery and First, Bowling Green, effective Oct 1, 2021- Sept 30, 2022 with the following terms (full time)
