Report of property sale approval for Van Wert.  (attachment 4E)
 Lot 897 and 8.25' of the vacated alley way.  The parcel number is: 12-020664.0000.  Property class: 685. Physical address: 114 W. Crawford Street. Van Wert, OH. 45891. It is immediately adjacent to the church. Sale price is $38,500 for both the uninhabitable house and the property. The purchase price, less fees, will be deposited with the same restrictions that were set on the manse sale agreement of a year or so ago: viz, for housing allowance of the pastor, and to resolve the sale or demolition 114 W. Crawford.

The Central Support committee, acting as trustees for Maumee Valley Presbytery, approved the sale of Lot 897 and 8.25' of the vacated alley way.  The parcel number is: 12-020664.0000.  Property class: 685. Physical address: 114 W. Crawford Street. Van Wert, OH. 45891 presently owned by the Van Wert Presbyterian Church.  In addition, Central Support authorized either David Bartley (Treasurer) or Ken Wessler (Trustee) to sign on behalf of Maumee Valley Presbytery any documents that are necessary for the sale of this property.

Clerk   Boundary Training delinquency (attachment 4F)

It is the policy of MVP that all ministers receive boundary training at least once every three years and that the clerk has be given the duty to keep the LIST.  The committee working on the training and recording of the participants has produced records of attendance as of December 2021.   At this time the clerk is reporting to MVP that he will communicate with the ministers/sessions where a called minister is delinquent strongly encouraging training in 2022.  Where there are ministers and CRE’S in a temporary relationship, a letter will go to the Session copied to the minister stating that the failure to get boundary training for the pastor in 2022 risks the leadership commission’s denial of the renewal of the annual contract.  Central Support approved the clerk sending of these letters.
Regarding retired pastors   It is complicated and the clerk wishes to spend time with Matt Meinke, MB McCandless, and Ann Wasson as we consider what to recommend.
There are also questions being discussed in the Presbytery about how we can share resources and support shared ministry.
